Chà  Tullis, a Blackfoot Native, 

was many things—an artist, jew-
eler, sculptor, gallery owner, hus-
band, father, and a man of deep faith. 
Through his work and his vision, he 
helped transform Hominy.
 For more than four decades, Chà  

worked from the historic White's 
Jewelry Store on Main Street, where 
he established the Chà  Tullis Gal-
lery. His distinctive Native American 
artwork drew visitors and collectors 
from across the country, strengthen-
ing Hominy's economy and enhanc-
ing its reputation as a destination for 
art and culture.
Cha's impact reached far beyond 

his gallery. Deeply committed to his 
hometown, he sought ways to show-
case Hominy's unique identity.
